What is a session and how long do they last?
-A session is a training period that lasts 4-8 weeks after which time the gymnast is tested on the skills
that they have been learning. If skills have been mastered they will be moved to the next training level.

What is the insurance payment for?
-Insurance is required by law to protect the health of gymnasts. This is a one-time payment for whole
year.

When are payments due?
-Payment is due at the time of enroliment before each session starts. No gymnast will be allowed to
practice until all forms have been completed and payments have been made in full.
