Annual Insurance 
All students attending class at NUAGA must pay insurance as follows. 
September 1st – August 31ST. Ages 6 + years $25, ages 5 and under $15. 
This fee will be half off for the summer sessions.

For families with multiple students, we offer a 20% discount on class fees for the second 
and subsequent children.
